The Ancient Era. The oldest architect, known by name Imhotep
designed and executed the construction of the Pyramid of
Djoser (a step pyramid) in the Saqgqgara region in Egypt around
2630-2611 BC, and he is also credited with first using columns
in architecture. The first steam engine was built in 1698 by the
mechanical engineer Thomas Savery. The development of this
device led to the emergence of the Industrial Revolution in the
coming years, which allowed the beginning of the mass
production of engines of various functions. The inventions of
the Scottish engineer James Watt gave rise to the modern
mechanical engineering, which opened the door wide for the
development of specialised machinery and their maintenance
tools during the Industrial Revolution and led to the rapid
growth of mechanical engineering in its native Britain and
abroad. Chemical engineering, like mechanical engineering,
developed in the nineteenth century during the Industrial
Revolution.
