Present Perfect

Affirmative s + have/has + past participle(v3)
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I have tried sushi.

Negative s + have not (haven’t)/has not (hasn’t) + past
participle

I have not tried sushi.

Question Have/Has + subject + past participle

- to talk about actions that happened at an indefinite
time in the past.

Have you tried sushi?

- She has already seen this film.
- They have won several awards.

- with "since" and "for" to talk about actions that began
in the past and continue up to now.

- She has already seen this film. - They have won
several awards.

- to talk about an action finished in the past, but the
resulting state is still present.

- | have lost my pen. | am unable to do my exercise.

- with "yet" to talk about events that have not happened
before now.
